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Introduction



> The slide rule is a simple tool.

> To use the slide rule with confidence, you 
must have a clear understanding of its 
operation.

> The ends of the slide rule should be held 
between the thumb and forefinger.  Holding 
the rule at the center will hinder the 
movement of the slider.



> The slide rule consists of three parts:

1. The body (stock or stator);

2. The slide (slider); and

3. The cursor or indicator with its hairline .



> The scales on the body are arranged to work 
together in solving problems.

> Each scale is named by a letter or symbol.

> The hairline on the indicator is used to help 
read the scales and adjust the slider.



The General Idea



> The C and D scales are the most important 
and their basic use is to multiply numbers.
