> Recall that when multiplication or division are 
performed on the slide rule, we need to 
determine the position of the decimal point 
later.



Multiplication using
C and D Scales



> Example 1:

> Move C1 above D195.

> Move the cursor so that the hairline is over 
C41.

> The result is under the hairline on the D scale 
at D8.

19.5 4.1³



> Notice that only the digits are used when 
setting and reading the slide.

> Notice that when multiplying, we are adding 
two lengths.

> Notice that the slide rule does not indicate the 
position of the decimal point.



> We can estimate the answer:

> This estimation tells us that D8 must 
represent the answer 80.
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> Example 2:

> Move C1 above D242.

> Move the cursor so that the hairline is over 
C296.

> The result is under the hairline on the D scale 
at D716.
